PASTORAL COUNCIL NOTES 
The Parish Pastoral Council is discussing accessibility 
issues for people using wheelchairs and/or walkers, etc. 
regarding capacity for seating, mobility in aisles, etc.  If 
you have input to assist in the discussion, please advise 
one of the Pastoral Council members, staff or Fr. Dean.    
WHEELCHAIR AVAILABILITY:  If you have a 
wheelchair that is no longer needed or being used, 
consider donating it to the parish for use by others.  
Recently, a request was made for use of one by 
someone attending Mass here.  Please contact the 
parish office if you have one to offer and/or if you have 
need of use for one. 

 
DIOCESAN PLANNING:  
          The process continues….  
The reports of individual parishes have been sent to the 
Diocesan Planning Office.  The Diocese has been 
divided into twelve regions to consider a Diocesan 
Pastoral Plan for future staffing of parishes.  The 
Diocesan Planning Committee (Msgr. Carl Kemme, 
Diocesan Administrator; Rev. Tom Donovan, Pastor, Ss. 
Mary & Joseph Parish, Carlinville; Deacon Al Laabs, 
Christ the King Parish, Springfield; Vicki Compton, 
Director, Office for Missions, Diocese of Springfield in 
Illinois; and Marlene Mulford, Chancellor/Director of 
Pastoral Planning, Diocese of Springfield in Illinois) 
drafted a preliminary plan for each region.  Now 
Representatives of each parish for each region will meet 
to consider Preliminary plans. St. Jude Parish 
representatives: Gary Helling, Sarah Kerley and Fr. 
Dean Probst will attend a regional commission meeting 
on Wednesday, April 28 to review the preliminary plans. 
Then each parish will hold an open meeting to discuss 
proposed plans.  Then the Regional Planning Committee 
accepts preliminary plan or recommends changes to the 
Diocese.  The report on the planning process is then 
given to the Presbyteral and Diocesan Pastoral 
Councils.  Presbyteral Council makes recommendations 
to the Bishop who accepts/rejects/modifies plan as 
guidelines for future inter-parish collaboration. 
 
NOTE:  The Preliminary Recommendation for our region 
is that at present there are 13 priests available for 
service to parishes in our region.  When fully 
implemented there will be 12 priests available for service 
according to this plan.  THIS IS NOT A FINAL PLAN….it 
is a discussion point to assist local area planning 
committees. 
 
The preliminary plan for St. Jude Parish, Rochester, 
would be the parish* would continued to be served by 
one priest and a deacon.   *A parish that is served by a 
priest who also works in the diocesan office. 

DIOCESAN NEWS 
Special Collections:  Msgr. Carl Kemme, our 
Diocesan Administrator, has recently sent requests for 
two collections:    
     1)  Installation/Reception for new Bishop. 
One was for the costs affiliated with events of the 
installation/welcome of our (yet-to-be-announced) new 
bishop.  “Naturally, these are historic events and require 
much planning and thoughtfulness.  They will also be 
expensive.  The Diocese will be hosting the new 
bishop’s family, friends, and fellow bishops from other 
dioceses including our priests, deacons, and 
representatives from all our parishes and institutions.  All 
of this will require a considerable budget to offer the kind 
of festivities and hospitality which will make us proud.”  
Each parish is requested to help defray the costs to the 
Diocese for the forthcoming event.  Parishes of 1000 
families are asked to contribute $1000 and parishes with 
500 families, $500 or whatever is affordable.  Individual 
donations can be made to the Diocese of Springfield to 
assist with such costs; simply mark the envelope:  
Reception for Bishop. 
     2) Assistance for St. Patrick School.  You 
have read in the newspapers that St. Patrick School will 
be closing at the end of the school year.   Some people 
have begun a campaign to raise necessary funds to 
further the life of the school which has undergone 
changes in structure over recent years.  The funds will 
be needed each year, not just a one-time shot.  If you 
are interested in contributing to this cause, simply make 
donation in envelope marked St. Patrick School.  NOTE:  
St. Joseph Parish in Springfield is also seeking funds to 
keep its Catholic school operating.  If you wish to 
contribute to it, simply mark the envelope St. Joseph 
Catholic School.  While a recent study conducted by 
the National Catholic Education Association for the 
Diocese less than two years ago recommended merging 
of our Catholic schools to provide healthy and viable 
Catholic education systems in our area, nothing was 
done.
