It’s 
conceivable that all Christian families may leave, but the 
absence of a living Christian community is very 
dangerous and disastrous for the Holy sites, such as the 
Church of Nativity and the Church of the Holy Sepulcher.

All proceeds will go directly to the 
Christian families and the artisans who are working in 
this type of hand carvings.
