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  Barbara Hattes: Charisms in Action by Dan Frachey

Just a few weeks ago on the eve of Pentecost, parishioner Barbara Hattes joined a handful of other lay men and women 
to make their final profession as members of the Dominican community in Springfield. This happy event seemed a good 
opportunity to focus in on how one’s charisms come to life in our midst. Before I focus on that, I’d like to provide some 
background on Barbara’s unique journey to and with the Dominican sisters in Springfield. When Barbara served as parish 
secretary for the Church of the Little Flower in town, she recalled one of her first encounters with this community. “These 
were such joyful women!” recounted Barbara. “I wanted to learn more about them and eventually discerned the call to join 
their community as a lay person.” 

Soon Barbara was meeting monthly with others who shared a similar call. With a supportive community behind her, she shared, “I wanted to 
live my life in the secular world as a Dominican.” Three years ago, she recalled the day she made her temporary profession on Pentecost. “We 
were like the disciples in the upper room who felt the Holy Spirit within us!”  Since that time, she has gathered with the sisters and the other 
lay Dominicans to study scripture, to pray the rosary, attend retreats and join in the many celebrations at the mother house. She particularly 
appreciated that the Dominicans saw all people as equal within the community no matter if they were priests, sisters, brothers or lay folk. 
“Working alongside one another, I saw how we were ALL church,” added Barbara. 

When I asked her what being a Dominican meant to her she said, “There’s a new joyfulness I have when helping other people. Being in this 
community has changed my focus towards others. I’m aware that God has given me this little corner of this earth to care for.” (Literally, Barbara 
likes gardening and sees it as a time of prayer and contemplation). 

Barbara’s journey is worth sharing because we have a person in our midst whose charisms are at work all the while blessing us through her 
ministries. Last fall, I called for adults to serve as mentors to our teens preparing for the sacrament of Confirmation. Using her charisms of 
knowledge and wisdom, she helped Mike Spainhour teach the lessons and witness to her personal faith in Jesus. At home, Barbara uses her 
charism of crafts-making by sewing prayer shawls that she shares with new mothers, bereaved friends, or those who are terminally ill. After 
sharing one of these with a good friend who lost her mother, the friend said, “Now I feel like my mom is hugging me!” 

Today as I worked here in the parish center, I saw Barbara and the others who form the “Martha’s Group” in action using their combined 
charisms of hospitality. When the family of Rose Beeve walked over from the funeral into the parish center, Barbara and the other women 
warmly greeted them and served a wonderful potluck-type luncheon. To compliment Fr. Dean’s, Deacon Tom’s and Mike Spainhour’s ministry 
at the funeral mass, this group continued its ministry to the bereaved members of this extended family by attending to them with kind words,  
comforting smiles and a lovingly prepared meal. If you see Barbara around St. Jude, be sure to congratulate her on her final profession as a 
Dominican lay person. May God continue to bless her and all those who exercise their charisms here at St. Jude! 
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Youth Commission Recommendations:

	 • Weekly PSR classes (religion classes, high school electives, Sacramental preparation)  
	 • Mother/daughter and father/son banquet (a component of PSR) 
	 • Mass participation as Eucharistic Ministers, Lectors, Musicians, Servers, Hospitality Ministers, 
	 • Parish Youth Mission Trip with corresponding service and social fundraising activities.
	 • Assisting with Vacation Bible School 
	 • Parish sponsored Social Justice service opportunities 
	 • Offering Youth retreats and activities in association with Diocesan Youth Ministry such as Teenagers Encounter Christ, 
	    Christian Leadership Institute, Timothy Retreat, Youth Days.

The group reviewed those activities provided this past year for our high school youth and 
make the following recommendations:

 
Recommendations of the Committee

1.	 Such activities as the bonfire gatherings after home football games, Christmas caroling, Lenten activity, Mission trip, July/August get-togethers for BBQ, 
Holy Day Mass with Youth and Drive-in movie, are placed on the 2008-2009 parish calendar.

2. 	 Organization of the activities will be the responsibility of parish staff members –volunteers will be enlisted as needed.
3.  	 The Youth Ministry Commission be dissolved with these recommendations.
